Respirator Training and Fit Testing, UWSOM Medical Students
UW Environmental Health and Safety (EH&S) provides N95 respirator training and fit-testing for Medical Students.  This training and fit testing is offered on an as-needed basis.  Here’s the two week process:

1. Send a request via email to the UW Respiratory Protection Program Administrator (Susan Colligan -    colligan@u.washington.edu).  Include the following information:

· First and last name 

· student ID number

· phone number

· campus mailstop (if any)

· mailing address

· paperwork from the institution requesting respirator training noting the specific requirement for the respirator – including respiratory hazard and required respirator type.

· Provide date needed for rotation

 2. Pick up a Respirator Medical Evaluation Questionnaire from Angie Wick in the Academic Affairs A300 Office.  Complete the questionnaire and mail it directly to the Employee Health Center in the confidential envelope provided.

3.  Once you have been medically cleared, EH&S will contact you to schedule training and fit testing.  The training and fit testing typically takes about 1 hour, and is conducted in room B29 in the Hall Health building.

Please note BEFORE your fit test:

· Plan ahead.  The typical turn-around time for this process is 2 weeks.  Be sure to let us know if you need your request expedited.

· EH&S is not able to fit test anyone with facial hair that may interfere with the seal of the respirator to the face.  (A small moustache or goatee may be okay.) 

· Do not eat, drink, smoke or chew gum within 30 minutes prior to fit testing, as it could interfere with the fit testing process.
