OHSU has several requirements you must fulfill in advance of your clinical internship.

1. Interview- Once you are scheduled at the facility, the CCCE will contact you to schedule an interview between you and your planned Clinical Instructor.

2. Oregon background check (PDF file available in this electronic folder)

3. Drug screening- Students will need to have  drug testing performed prior to starting a clinical at OHSU and of course pass the test.  Students MAY be responsible for the cost of testing (~$400).  Items that need to be tested for per the OHSU HR department:
- amphetamines/Methamphetamines
- barbiturate
- benzodiazepines
- cannabinoids
- cocaine
- ethyl alcohol
- marijuana (THC)
- meperidine by GC/MS
- Methadone - Methaqualone
- Norfentanyl
- Opiates
- Opiates by GC/MS
- PCP
- Phencyclidine
- Propoxyphene


4. HIPPA training- Students must complete OHSU HIPPA training online 2 weeks prior to the start of the clinical education experience.
