First, I wanted to provide you with the Clinical Site Information Forms for the following facilities:
1. Anderson House
2. Sharon Care Center
3. Regency Care Center at Arlington
4. Cascade Vista Convalescent Center
5. Fountains at Pacific Regent
6. Oakwood Country Place
Each of these facilities have been placed on the "Approved" list of facilities who are willing and able to mentor students.  Your question regarding Oakwood County Place and the comment on PTA/OTA - I believe that this just indicates that this facility is able too accommodate PTAs and OTAs, but is not limited to assistants.
 

Also, I wanted to update you on the recent changes in student affiliations. 

We have had much feedback on the concerns from facilities with potential problems in centralizing the placement of students. Therefore, in order to better facilitate the process, the Clinical Training Department has incorporated this feedback and recently revised our student affiliation policy soon to be available in the Standard Operating Procedure Manual.

The primary changes that will affect you are:

1. The Clinical Training Department will survey RHB clinical facilities on an annual basis using the modified Clinical Site Information Form. The Clinical Training Department will use the results of this survey and the guidelines set forth by the American Physical Therapy Association, the American Occupational Therapy Association, and the American Speech-Language-Hearing Association to determine which facilities and Clinical Instructors (CIs) meet the minimum standards required to provide a quality clinical experience. Students will only be placed in facilities and assigned to CIs that meet these standards. 

2. The Clinical Training Department will provide the clinical schools with a list of approved facilities and the clinical site information on any of these facilities. The clinical schools will then negotiate directly with the approved RHB facilities. 
3. RehabCare’s Site Manager will notify the Clinical Training Department prior to an affiliation, the: 

i. Name of the clinical school 

ii. Name of the student 

iii. Discipline 

iv. Affiliation dates 

v. Level of the student

4. Clinical schools and RehabCare Site Managers will provide the information listed in bullet #4 on a quarterly basis using the RehabCare Affiliations Quarterly Update Form (attached). 

5. RehabCare’s Site Manager will notify the Clinical Training Department of any new clinical schools with which it would like to accept students and that RHB does not currently have an affiliation contract; the Clinical Training Department will initiate the contact with the clinical school. 

6. Affiliation contracts from accredited academic schools will be reviewed and signed by the appropriate designee(s), forwarded to the RHB Corporate Office, entered into the affiliation database and retained in the Clinical Training Department 

i. Where RHB’s contract with the client is "management only", the contract should be signed only by the Host Facility; a copy of the signed contract will be forwarded to RHB Corporate Office by the RHB Site Manager 

ii. Where RHB’s contract with the client is "full service", the contract must be signed first by the appropriate RHB Corporate designee (Senior Vice President Research and Development) and then forwarded to the client, if required, for signature; a copy of the signed contract will be returned to the RHB Corporate Office by the RHB Site Manager 

Although the new policy states that the clinical schools will negotiate directly with the approved RHB facilities, I have cc'd each of the 6 facilities to assist you in this process.  I have also attached a spreadsheet with additional contact information to assist you.  

Please feel free to review the clinical site information forms and communicate directly with those sites that will meet the needs of each affiliation.
