MAKE UP EXAM
The make up exam will consist of 150 true-false answers.  You will need a mark-sense form and a PENCIL to take the exam as they will be electronically graded.

The make up exam is should be taken by any student that missed an exam for any reason.

The make up exam is also available for students that had a significantly lower score on one of the three exams as compared to their other two scores.  Significantly lower is defined as a grade point that is .5 points lower than the next closest score.  For example, a student that received a 3.2, 3.8, 3.9 would be eligible (.6 between lowest and next closest) while a student receiving a 3.2, 3.6 and 3.9 would not be eligible (.4 between lowest and next lowest).  

The third midterm will be graded by with the scores posted and the eligibility list posted on Saturday morning.  If you elect to take the make up, at the time you pick up your exam your name will be recorded and your lowest test score “erased” to be replaced by your score on the make up.  It is therefore possible to lower your grade.
