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Study on How to Support Activities to Open Private Gardens to Public by Local
Government : From the Analysis of the Needs of Paticipants in Hyogo Prefecture
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Abstract: Recently, in Hyogo Prefecture many people have been taking part of the activity to
open their own private gardens to public for beautification of townscape and community
development. But local governments don't have proper informations about their needs.
Therefore, we analyzed the needs of the people who have experiences or interests of this
activity from questionaires. As the result, we found that most of them want more support to
rocal governments in public relations and management of these events than finacial support
for maintenace of their gardens which is apt to be thougt as the best needs of them.
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
