GEOGRAPHY CAPSTONE COURSES       2003/2004

(3 credit minimum) Capstone Experience.
Capstone experiences integrate material learned in the major in 400-level studies which emphasize individual (and/or collaborative) research and creative thinking by students.  These studies emphasize active learning, reflective analysis by the student on the continuity and complementarity of geographic knowledge beyond individual courses, and the development of  students’ identity as geographers.  May include: 

· Senior essay (Geog 494--any quarter).  Sign up for this 3-credit “W” course using the faculty id. #. Arrange beforehand  to work with a particular faculty member on your senior essay or project, and then register for the course using their faculty id. number.  

· internship projects/papers:  Geog 496-B. Under certain stringent circumstances, you may use your internship experience as the context for your capstone work. Such an arrangement would entail an ambitious 20-30 page paper/project, similar in nature to the Senior essay/project, and would need approval from a faculty member ahead of time. To receive an entry code for this capstone project, fill out a blue learning contract form (available from geography advising), and get it signed by a faculty supervisor.
· Honors seminars (Geog 497A, every quarter); limited to those students admitted into the departmental honors program.
· Workshop courses (Geog 463,  Spring 2004) 

· Geography "exit" course--Assessing Geographic Learning (Spr, 04)
