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Art/Architecture; The Wonders Of Genetics Breed A New Art 

ABSTRACT - Article on Gene(sis): Contemporary Art Explores Human Genomics, traveling show currently at University of Washington in Seattle; focuses on ways in which contemporary artists are considering and illustrating issues of genetics, genetic manipulation and ethics; photos (M) IF art in the broadest sense peers into the mysteries of life, then an art dedicated to the structure of life itself is of momentous relevance. 

That imposing premise informs ''Gene(sis): Contemporary Art Explores Human Genomics,'' an exhibition that opened in April at the University of Washington's Henry Art Gallery in Seattle.
