The Founding Jews of Mariampole

This is an edited list of names and locations from Miskinis, Algimantas. 1996. Marijampolés Miestas Iki
1940: istorija ir architektdra [history and architecture]. Vilnius: Mintis. (Lithuanian text). The source was

suggested by Saul Issroff‘s guide when Saul visited Mariampole, Lithuania.

Locations on the town map, The numbers refer to the unmarked locations on the map in chapter |
“Everyday Life of Jews in Mariampole, Lithuania,” page 45. The fifty-seven names with numbers are

Jews. The others are not believed to be Jewish.

The list is from the 1782 inventory of the Prienai district (seniunija) the oldest known document with
names of all inhabitants, sometimes with their families. The Marijampolers are shown where did they
lived— on the first side of the square, on the second side on Warsaw Street, on Vilnius Street, on
Swampy Street, and on Pasheshupes (by the river). The 99 homes include 57 Jews, 10 owners, 32

gardeners and non-Jewish inhabitants.

Families are shown only as Lithuanians not as Jews, Germans, and others. There are 7 Germans, one
Italian, and one Tartar.

Vilnius University and Academy of Science Libraries, Vilnius Lithuania.
