Theories of the nature of text:

· Clumping:  "This extends the essential idea of Bookstein and Swanson (1975), that if a word conveys meaning in a semantic sense, then its occurrences will be associated with textual units related to that meaning.  For such a world, occurrences will not be random, but rather will tend to occur in clumps, just as content does; this tendency should produce sequential patterns that can be used to distinguish units about that word from units not about the word.  It is precisely this nonrandom pattern of occurrence of certain words, in which a word's occurrences distinguish segments of text in a semantically useful way, that makes information retrieval possible."
